Well the answer is: The IB is a revolution for Colegio Suizo de Mexico as it would be for any
school in Mexico and Switzerland. It is a criteria-based, externally assessed course. Your




teachers no longer decide your grade. Once the course has been taught, IB teachers world-
wide grade your papers, check them twice then they give you your grade.

Explaining more easily, in IB Courses, you will have one extra grade which is less than Swiss
grades or SEP grades. Another difference is that you will get more work to do and many books
to read. IB courses are more challenging than normal classes. ©

Should | Take PSYCHOLOGY as My IB Course?

Sandra Behn is the IB Psychology in our school and accepted to answer some questions that
to show what is psychology is and what is taught in her class as requirement for our school and
the 1B program. Knowing the future IB students of the school, this interview might help you to
choose between taking economics or psychology.

Andrea: Hello Sandra, how have you been?
Sandra: Fine, thank you Andrea.

Andrea: You are a Psychologist and you teach Psychology for the IB program in
the Colegio Suizo de Mexico. Now, could you tell me what exactly Psychology
is?

Sandra: Psychology is the science that studies behavior and thought. By understanding
our own thoughts, feelings and actions we comprehend the way other individuals think,
feel and act.

Andrea: How is Psychology taught in IB in this school? Is the subject just
focused on the psychological or also on the biological side?

Sandra: According to the IB approach, an individual’s behavior is influenced not only
by biological, but also by psychological and social factors; so we study behavior
through these three levels of analysis.

Andrea: And how can the knowledge of Psychology be useful in our daily lives
and why is it important to know about this subject?

Sandra: To get to know our own and others behavior...If we understand the roots and
causes of our own thoughts and feelings, we can be more patient and tolerant towards
ourselves and others, it brings us closer as human beings by reflecting on our
differences and our similarities.

Andrea: Why does IB include Psychology as a subject in its program?

Sandra: Coming from the “Group 3: Individuals and Society”, the IB Psychology Course
promotes holistic learning (seeing the individual as an integral being), and its goal is to
develop intercultural comprehension and respect. We explore cultural diversity and by
this the students learn to explore their own- and empathize with other people’s lives
and needs. All this in order to encourage “internationalist” values in the students.

Andrea: What's your personal experience about the work you’ve done by now at
the school?




Sandra: By now | feel | have found inquisitive, smart and inspiring students and a
stimulating atmosphere at school.

Andrea: What would you tell probable future Psychology students?

Sandra: Follow the Delphi Oracle motto: “Know Yourself”...by knowing yourself...you
also get to know the world around you...And you’ll start inquiring about many things
like: Why do | sleep better when it is dark? Why do | learn more when I'm in a
stimulating environment? What the psychological nature of attraction? Why do | dream
so many weird things?

I'm a student of IB Economics SL and I'll present the Economy classes to you.

We are 6 students of 10 in the IB Economics and our teacher’'s name is Martin Esperatti from
Argentina.

His classes are very complicated, but you shouldn't worry. He will explain everything if you
don't understand and give many you examples until you understand.

He prepares his class following the IB guide book (something very obvious), searching for
material in Internet, newspapers and consulting from other sources, and based on all those
materials he prepares his Economy class, his purpose is not to be so theoretical.

We have enough time to do all the things planned with the 4 hours per week and when we
have long weekends (holidays), he gives us some papers to read and we comment them in
class, but that's all the homework he gives (for students that don't like do homework ©).

What product compared with the market, do you find more expensive?
How could the cafeteria get better?




With each of these questions a statistic with porcentage was done, of the most frequent
answers.

1. What do you think about the cafeteria?

In this first question we can
see that the most frequent
answer is that the cafeteria
is very hygienic. This is very
important because the
clients have the confidence AT
to eat every day in a place 0% 7 antvymdst
that is clean and in order.

2. How do you find the prices in the cafeteria?

This is just a typical and important question
that must be done to the clients of any
business.




In this question a majority of 57.1% expressed that the prices in the cafeteria were expensive.

But we have to consider which are the reasons for raising the prices.

Any business has to have earnings to be a business. Because there are always many expenses that
need to be taken into consideration.

We have to consider that the school population is not that big, (aprox.300 students), and
therefore the cafeteria has many expenses to pay, such as the rent, staff, receipts of electricity,
water and gas; it has also new investments, good material and nice eating utensils.

There is a simple example, the majority saw that the cafeteria is very hygienic, but nobody sees,
that they have to buy many cleaning products. These are expenses that they have to recover to
earn something in their business.

Consumers have to open more their minds to understand what having such a business means , but
on the other hand, the owners must find ways to give more competitive prices, so that the
business sales can increase.

3. What product compared with the market, do you find much more
expensive?

In this question many products appear
as more expensive than the market. A o

price of $18. People said that the

CAS Seen From The View of a Student

In the following article you will read what CAS really means for an IB-student. CAS, as we
know, it is a fundamental part of the IB-program and you as an IB-student are expected to
accomplish the requirements of CAS.

CAS is a form of social service, where you have to consider global problems and engage
yourself with all these issues by acting locally. You design your own plan by choosing your
activities that are related to Creativity, Action or Service. You have to fulfill the 150 hours, 50
hours each, in the 2 year program. You can choose when and where you want to carry out
your CAS.

In the Colegio Suizo de México (in Cuernavaca) we have three CAS-advisors, who are David
Shackleton, Chantal Monnard and Julia Kroner. They are responsible for reporting our
attendance and the fulfillment of your CAS-hours. Every student has to meet one of them, so
they can check our reflections and talk about our activities. By the end of the program, we have
to give the IB your CAS-reflections. We have to document our experiences and include what
our plan was, what we did, what we felt, what we learned, etc.
The 150 hours are split into three sections: Creativity, Action and Service. When we talk about
Creativity, we refer to any activity involving arts or any other activity where you show creative
thinking.
Action involves hard work that contributes to a healthy lifestyle. Even participating in a sport
team can count as Action.
You can accomplish your Service by helping the community. Visiting hospitals or helping
refugees are good examples of how to achieve your 50 hours of Service.
The main purpose of CAS is to satisfy all eight learning outcomes that you should develop in
the 2 year program. These 8 learning outcomes are the following: you have to know your own
strengths and weaknesses, you have to undertake new challenges, you must plan and start
activities, work with others, show perseverance and commitment in your activities, engage
yourself with issues of global importance, consider the ethical implications in your actions and
develop new skills.
In my opinion, the CAS-program has helped me to become a better person. You learn different
things about yourself, and how to plan and design classes or how to do certain things that you
never thought of doing. It's not only something you are required to complete for the IB, but it is
also the opportunity for you to engage yourself with other people’s problems and learn a lot of
new things from your experiences.

Extended Essays

Our biggest problem and fear at this moment is the Extended Essay. The problem begins choosing
the subject that you are going to write about, maybe someone thinks.... "Oh to choose a subject is
very easy. Where is the problem?" Well, you have to choose a subject which you like and you have
to complete the entire extended essay with 4000 words.

The next problem is the choice of your supervisor. All the supervisors can accept just 2 or 3
students, so if there are more than 2 or 3, the student should choose another subject. But we do
have many options maybe we don’t like all of them but we do have them.

Your Research Questioshould go with the content, so you should find the precise RQof your
extended essay.

We are now in this stage, the title should not be too broad and not too narrow. Broad because you
can't finish your extended essay just with 4000 words, you would need more words; and if the title is
too narrow, 4000 words would be too much to write the essay just to answer a simple question.
Remember, IB is very strict and they wouldn't let you write more than 4000 words, there is an EE
Guide which explains all of this.

Here are some examples that the first IB generation at CSM Cuernavaca is going to write about.
Remember this is in progress and we are in the first stage:

1 Andrea Delgado: -  Subiject: History

It is not a requirement for the topic to be chosen from the Diploma Programme history course, but it must be acceptable to
the supervisor. It should provide an opportunity for critical analysis of source material, and not depend on summarizing
general secondary sources (such as textbooks and encyclopedias), as this approach is likely to lead to an essay that is
essentially narrative or descriptive. The topic chosen must be suitable for effective treatment within the 4,000-word limit, so
those that cover many aspects of history, and/or a long time period, are unlikely to produce successful essays. Narrowing
the scope of the essay will help to ensure a clear focus, and will also allow students to demonstrate detailed and specific
historical knowledge, understanding and critical analysis. © International Baccalaureate Organization 2009

A group 2 extended essay provides students with the opportunity to develop their awareness and knowledge of the language
studied, and their understanding of the culture concerned. This is achieved by enabling students to pursue their interest in
the language through research based on texts (taken to be any meaningful piece of spoken or written language, for example,




an article, a book, a play, a poem) or on specific cultural artifacts (such as works of fine art or architecture, films, radio or
television programmes, or popular music). © International Baccalaureate Organization 2009

Students should have a well-developed understanding of what falls within the scope of psychology when they are developing
their topic. Psychology involves studying the behavior of human as well as non-human animals. It has its own specialist
terms, methods and literature. It is essential for students undertaking an extended essay in psychology to have a reasonable
understanding of the subject and its methodologies. Psychology is not a “residual” category for essays that do not fit into any
other extended essay subject. Students must choose topics that lend themselves to psychological investigation and analysis,
and must carefully consider their choice of topic in terms of the assessment criteria. © International Baccalaureate

1 Saya Ebisawa: Subject: Economics

Essays should not be historical. They should be related to economic information that is no more than three years old. Essays
that are too retrospective. Students should ensure that their research question can be answered using economic concepts
and theories, and that the question does not lean too heavily towards business and management. The topic chosen should
provide opportunities for some critical analysis of the data collected. Topics that depend entirely on summarizing general
secondary data should be avoided, as they are likely to lead to an essay that is essentially narrative or descriptive in nature.
However, the effective use of relevant secondary data to answer the research question will be fully rewarded by the
examiner. Restricting the scope of the essay will help to ensure a clear focus, and will also provide opportunities for
demonstrating detailed economic understanding and critical analysis. Choosing a research question that is made up of more
than one question is unlikely to result in a successful essay— © International Baccalaureate Organization 2009

Apparently a lot of students are really worried about starting the IB,
because you are told that there will be tons of work to do. | can't deny this. But the
important thing is to organize yourself just as Jeannine said, so you don't get too stressed.
An important part of the IB (where you have to be very disciplined) is the Extended

Essay. The work is divided into: Title Page, Abstract, Contents ,Introduction,
Body/Method/Results, and Conclusion.

So if you chose the topic you are interested in, and you like reading and investigating
about it, you shouldn't have any trouble reaching the word limit. Now the difficult part is
to actually come up with an appropriate topic, as Saya mentioned. If the teacher (your
future supervisor) thinks that your thesis was well chosen and organized, you get to go to




the next stage, where you have to investigate about it. Read. Read. Read. That is what is
going to give you enough background, so you can develop a solid argument which
supports your thesis. Afterwards you start writing and very soon, you will (hopefully) have
a wonderful Extended Essay.

German A2 Classes

Apparently some of you are worried about German classes. | won't lie to you, German is a
very hard language, but | think that with the IB, the classes are very well organized and
you will get a pretty big perspective of what that German language and literature are
about.

Currently we are all taking German A2 (except Alexi & Max, whose mother tongue is
German) so we have to read 6 books (that were originally written in German) in two years.
